To give effect to the financial proposals of the Gilgit—Baltistaﬁ (GB) Government
and to bring financial discipline during the year beginning on the first day of
July 2023.
No. Legis-9(3)/2020.—WHEREAS it is expedient to make provisions to

gb:fg effect to the financial proposals of the GB Government for the year
ginning on the first day of July-2023 for the purpose hereinafter appearing;
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It is hereby enacted as follows:—
1. Short Title and Commencement.—(1) This Act shall be calleq the

Gilgit-Baltistan Finance Act-2023.

(2) It shall, unless specified otherwise, come into force at once.

3. Contract, Contingent and Seasonal Labor Appointments.—(1)
Contract appointments under Annual Development Program (ADP)/Public Sector
Development Program (PSDP) projects fulfilling requirements of laws, rules and
procedures shall remain admissible.

(2) There shall be ban on hiring of fresh Contingent Paid Staff (CPS)
against Regular Budget, Development Budget and both Regular and
Development Grants of LG&RD Department, except with the prior approval of
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Chief Minister. This condition shall also apply on seasonal labor engaged by
W?rks Department. Any hiring in violation of these conditions shall be deemed
as illegal. The GB Assembly Secretariat shall be exempted from these conditiong

(3) The extensions of all existing biometric verified contingent staff
and other Contingent Staff appointed under Section 3(2) may be granted by
concerned Administrative Secretary for a period not exceeding one year.

‘4. Repair and Maintenance.— (1) No department shall carry out
repair and maintenance work under Regular budget without prior concurrence of
Finance Department. Administrative Approval (AA) shall only be issued after
securing funds. In case of any violation the accrued liability shall be illegal and
the same shall be personal liability of the officer(s) of the concerned executing
department/agency.

(2) Execution of any repair and maintenance works on the directives of
executive authorities shall be subject to formal approval with the input of Finance
Department.

(3) All the departments shall develop and implement the Asset
‘Management System (AMS) for utilization of funds under repair and
maintenance of machinery, equipment and other physical assets.

5. Emergency Procurement of Works and Services— (1) The
following authorities may declare emergency for procurement and services:

(2) Emergency by the Authority mentioned in section 5(1) of this Act
shall be declared only if the District Disaster Management Authority (DDMA)
submits the case with cost estimates duly signed by the Executive Engineer
concerned and minutes of the meeting of DDMA duly signed by all members.
Once emergency is invoked by the respective authority, the executing office shall
transmit the case to the Principal Accounting Officer (PAO) for issuance of

28. Dividend from Karakorum Cooperative Bank Limited (KCBL)
Shares of the Government.— The dividend earned from Rs.800 million KCBL

shares of Government shall not be utilized for any purpose and the same shall
be deposited into GB Consolidated Fund by GBRSP through Treasury Office.

29. Removal of difficulty.— If any difficulty arises in giving effect to
the provisions of this Act, Government may make such order, not inconsistent
with the provisions of this Act, as it may consider necessary for removal of such
difficulty.

30. Power to make rules & regulations— The Gilgit-Baltistan
Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette, make rules &
regulations for carrying out the purposes of this Act, if deemed necessary.

31. Overriding effect— This Act shall override all other laws
wherever applicable.

32. Repeal effect.— GB Finance Act, 2022 shall stand repealed except

for the Sections referred to be continued and to the extent of orders issued under
this Act.
